Mrs. McWilliams noted a lot of events for Colton Country Day; Whitewater Release, Fire Dep’t. Chicken BBQ and Grand Opening of the new fire station, Vendors and Block Dance, parking will be at a premium.

Len Page, Senior Raqueteers Representative, asked if the Contract between them and the Town is still in place. Mr. Bulger stated he called and spoke with Lori Mithen at the Association of Towns. Ms. Mithen informed him the Town was following proper procedure and supplied a copy of the Comptrollers opinion.
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COURTESY OF THE FLOOR CONTINUED
Kevin Beary, Colton resident read from a couple articles, Southern Investigative Reporting Foundation, Barron’s and Johnson Newspapers. These articles are bout Brookfield’s asset management, global portfolio and financials. Copies are on file in the Clerk’s office for review.

Warren Goodnow, Colton resident, asked how the Board decides which roads to pave. He said there are 14 property owners on the water on Fuhr Rd. and 9 off who pay taxes and the road hasn’t been paved in his time. There are spots where the pavement has worn holes to the gravel subbase. Mr. Bulger explained how He and Mr. Hawley had a road trip to check road conditions and prioritize paving. Mr. Hawley added the amount of CHIPS money also plays a role in how much paving is done each year.

COUNTY LEGISLATOR’S REPORT
Mr. Perkins reported the County has the same issue with roads, 70% are deficient and 30% of those are very deficient. He said the County sent a liaison to Albany to lobby for more CHIPS money and see the Indigent Defense Bill thru.
Mr. Perkins reported the County Legislature has been working to get a larger portion of the DMV revenues, demolition of the Jones and Laughlin mill, shared services with Franklin County, emergency towers and the takeover of all town bridges in excess of 25 feet.

DOG WARDEN REPORT 
Mr. McConkey was unable to attend. Mr. Bulger mentioned a dog owner who wants to return to kennel licensing because it is cheaper. Ms. Arquiett informed the Board this person has been overdue since October licensing his 30+ dogs. He makes money off them and admitted he claims the licensing fee as a part of doing business. There is also another 30+ dog owner at the south end of town and she never complains about the cost. Mr. Bulger suggested a flat fee of $500.

Bti REPORT
Ms. Malik submitted this report: The Bti Program is going well. Just a reminder with the recent heavy rains, there will be more standing water collecting in things like buckets, tarps, etc. around your home. Make sure you dump these out! Otherwise, you will have a lot more mosquitoes.

HIGHWAY REPORT
Mr. Hawley reported;

1. Since the last board meeting we completed the spring street cleaning and started on grading our dirt roads. This will take about two weeks. We have also been helping other towns through shared service hauling blacktop. Next week I hope to start preparing the rest of French Pond Road for paving. 

2. We still have not been informed from Chips as to how the "Pave NY" money is going to be distributed or when. As of today nothing is on the Chips website regarding it. Several Superintendents have called our Chips representative and all he has said is do not spend it yet. Until we receive all of the information on this I cannot finalize my item one agreement as I stated last month. It will more than likely be the end of August before I will be ready for paving so we still have plenty of time. 

3. I attended the State Auction in Syracuse and was successful acquiring the Lowboy trailer, for $11,500, saving $8500 from the states outright price. I also picked up our consortium's new roller while I was there saving an additional $1500 freight charge getting that back here. Last week I moved Potsdam's paver which is the same as ours, on it and it fit with ease, so this is going to be a good fit for our needs.

4. Our 1960 Rogers trailer now is surplus and I would like to ask the board for permission to list it on Auctions International along with our old crusher, for sale to the highest bid.

5. Curtis Hamilton retired from our department in the past month; I wish to publicly thank him for his dedication and service to our town.

6. At this point I wish to ask the board’s approval for me to hire a full time replacement employee. Mr. Shoen asked if the position had to be posted.

Summer Associates
Throughout the summer the committee will be assisted by CPCS high school students being hired to help with Beautification, Summer Music Series, Raquette River Information Center (soon to be reopened in the Community Center), Stone Valley / Whitewater Releases, and Barn Quilts.  Students interviewed last Monday will be notified of decisions next week.  Before starting work each student will sign a Job Agreement used to document tasks completed and pay stipends.  The actual amount paid will be based upon the hours worked, valued at $10 per hour.  We wish to thank CPCS Counselor Heather Rousell for helping the committee with the application and interview process during the spring.
2016 Summer Music Series / Colton Riverside Performances
Publicity for the series of six performances begins this week in preparation for the first performance on June 29 by 12 Struck Plus featuring Rob Zolner, Bruce Dewey and Debi Dewey.  Posters, designed with the help of a CPCS art student, are being printed for posting around town and in nearby communities. The performances are free to attend but donations will be accepted and appreciated.  The series also is supported in part with grant funds plus five business sponsors—Adirondack Canoe & Kayak Co.; Hide Away Café; Paula Youmell / Wise Woman Nurse; Raquette River Pub; and White’s General Store. In addition, barn quilts—each measuring 2x2 feet—painted with the help of CPCS Art Club students during the winter and spring will be raffled throughout the summer to help cover expenses.  Starting next week all six barn quilts will be displayed in the Colton Hepburn Library.  Tickets are 2 for $5; and only 100 tickets per Barn Quilt will be sold.
Information Centers / Information Tent
The Stone Valley Information Center in the Colton Museum will not be open this summer due to construction underway inside and outside the Museum to make it more handicap accessible.  So the committee plans to set up its information tent during the six whitewater releases at Stone Valley, weather permitting, scheduled for July 9, July 23, August 6, August 20, September 3 and September 5.  Also we are working with the Raquette River Pub which serves as a Whitewater Welcome Center to boost the information available there.  In South Colton the Raquette River Information Center is being relocated to the J.R. Watson Community Center; and displays will be set up there by July 1st when staffing will begin with the help of the Colton-Pierrepont Senior Raqueteers and others.  The schedule for the Raquette River Information Center, to be announced soon, needs to be coordinated around other regularly scheduled uses of the building.
Next Monthly Meeting – July 12 (4-5:30pm) in Town Hall
The agenda will focus on summer activities, most notably the Colton Country Days Festival from July 17-24. Friday, June 10 is a mini barn quilt workshop. It is 3 hours long, at CPCS and the cost $30.

RECREATION REPORT
Mr. LaMora reported he has visited 341 businesses and mailed 12 requests for donations (all the surrounding Towns as far as Tupper Lake, Ogdensburg and Potsdam) for this year’s Youth Fishing Derby. There are 30 raffle items ($500 boat, grill, tree-stand, wine package, beauty package, season hockey tickets and 150 gift cards for speed raffle) DJ music this year from 11 – 2 p.m., hot dogs, burgers etc.  There are 22 trophies to hand out. I have concrete dusted and groomed the bike track. I see about 5-10 people using it weekly. Need to get the scoreboard with sponsors running by fall. Bottle/can redemption from Transfer Station has added $100 to the recreation department.

Transfer Station - Final rates were negotiated just today on the Casella Contract.  I hope to have a contract to approve at tonight's meeting.  We extended accepting old tv's (CRT's) for another Month, but July 1st will be our cut off point to turn away CRT's at the transfer station. Chris Shea and a group of Divers wish to clean up the garbage in all of the reservoirs.  This group of citizen divers trying to clean up an important habitat wish to use our transfer station on all of accepted items we can take on this project free of charge.  90% of the flows being picked up will be located in the Town of Colton.  At this time I am asking the Town board to approve acceptance of their clean up items at the transfer station. 
Waste Water & Water - Everything in water and sewer are currently working satisfactory at this point.  Curb stops and man holes on SH56 will be the next W/S projects. 
Building and Grounds -  Also, we are asking the board to approve the land swap agreed upon by town personal and Kirk and Jeanne Robideau at Swift Field.  This enables the Town to own the land in front of the Pavilion, and it allows the Robideau's to own their land tight around their buildings as well.  This land swap is beneficial to both parties.    Museum work is coming along nicely.  It will be a great improvement to the building.
