In addition insert “Retail Trade” to our Zoning District Residential Town column to the Conditional Uses under the “Bed and breakfast inn; kennel; small business operation; home occupation” category.

EFFECTIVE DATE.
 		This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
