Supervisor Bulger opened the Special Meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance at 6:00 p.m. as advertised.

Mr. Bulger explained the plan to install a solar plant at the transfer station fell through because the network isn’t large enough to handle it. Mr. Bulger stated the meeting was scheduled with the Fire Department to discuss possibilities of using the Fire Department owned land on Gulf/Hanson Road. 
Mr. Richards stated the solar project has changed. We need to  look for acreage large enough and near transmission lines to handle the project. As we have looked around, there are 2 viable places that could meet these needs. One being the Firemen’s Field on Gulf/Hanson Roads. The transmission line is on the Gulf Road end of the field.

Mr. Angleberger asked how much land is needed. Mr. Cook stated 11 acres total. Mr. Richards asked how many acres were at the field. Ms. Arquiett retrieved the info, 35 acres.
Mr. Bulger asked what the field gets used for now. Mr. Angleberger replied it only gets used for the ice cream social and fireworks. It gets mowed a couple times a year, we eventually want to build a dining hall there for community events that will hold 300 people. 
Mr. Richards noted  the Fire Dep’t. could request in the agreement to have mowing included, lease fees and percentage off their electric bill. 

Mr. Angleberger stated he has to take the request to his members and vote on it. 

Mr. Fuhr stated as a community member he would like to see the firemen’s field used for compound purposes.

Mr. Richards added that we only buy the power, not own the facility. There is no additional cost to the host site. A representative from the consortium can give a presentation to the fire department. 

Mr. Angleberger said he will be away in February, can the presentation wait till he is there for the March meeting. 

Mr. Richards replied that would be fine and will make arrangements for the presentation.
