Culvert Improvements 

We have prepared a proposal for the design, permitting, bidding, and construction phase services, see attachment 1.  

This includes services for Warm Brook, Little Cold Brook, Raquette River, and Leary Road crossings.  We request the 

Town Board authorize this proposal.  In addition, we have prepared the Part 1 of the Short Environmental Assessment 

form (SEAF) and Resolution to establish lead agency for SEQR.  See attachment 2.  We request the Town Board to review 

Part 1 of the SEAF and Lead Agency Resolution.  Town Board action items if concurrence is made on these documents: 

sign Part 1 of the SEAF and vote on the Lead Agency Resolution.  If the Lead Agency Resolution passes, we’ll forward 

Part 1 of the SEAF and Lead Agency Resolution to interested/involved agencies. 

 

Pedestrian Improvements (Garrett Rd – Main Street along NYS Rte 56) 

The contract with the NYSDEC should be complete within the next week or two.  We have prepared a proposal for the 

design, bidding, and construction phase services, see attachment 3.  We request the Town Board to authorize the 

proposal.  

 

Aerosmith Development – Bluewave:  4.98 MW AC Community Solar Project at 385 Hanson Rd and 230 Gulf Rd 

We are currently working through our review of January 12, 2026, planning board submission.   

 

Higley Flow Sewer District Study – Engineering Planning Grant 

The Town advertised and requested qualifications for the preparation of the Engineering Report in accordance with NYS 

Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYSEFC) funding requirements.  One qualification package was received from 

Cedarwood Engineering. We request the Town Board to pass a motion to officially select Cedarwood Engineering 

Services for this project.  If so, have prepared an agreement for the preparation of the engineering report, see 

attachment 4.  We request the Town Board authorize the agreement.  NYSEFC (funding agency) requires an 

architect/engineer procurement certificate, see attachment 5.  We request the Town Supervisor sign the certificate.  

 

New York State Parks and Recreation Grant 

The proposed project will be to make upgrades to Swift Field Pavilion and Swift Field Playground.  The grant application 

was submitted 2/9/2026.  

 

Northern Borders Regional Commission Grant Application 

The proposed project will be to make upgrades to the Town of Colton’s Wastewater Treatment Plant, specifically 

headworks (screening) and a divider wall to split the aeration tanks into two tanks.  The pre-application is due February

Dear Steve: 

 

Cedarwood Engineering Services PLLC (CES) is pleased to provide this professional engineering services 

proposal to perform design, bidding, and construction phase services for the above referenced project. 

 

Our proposal includes a project understanding, scope of services, fee proposal, and standard terms and 

conditions to complete the proposed professional engineering services.  The scope of services and fees 

presume that the Town will publicly bid all the projects. 

 

I. PROJECT UNDERSTANDING 

 

The Town of Colton has identified five (4) separate culvert projects that were damaged from flash 

flooding due to Hurricane Debby in August of 2024.  The culverts and associated infrastructure were 

replaced by the Town to restore access to the roadways following the storm event.  The Town wishes 

to obtain FEMA grant funding to cover the costs associated with an engineering report, design, 

bidding, and construction services for upsizing and/or replacing the four (4) culverts summarized in 

the following table. 

 

Site1 Location Stream  Classification 

5 Cold Brook Drive Warm Brook C(T) 

7 Cold Brook Drive Little Cold Brook C(T) 

16 Raquette River Road Unknown C(TS) 

18 Leary Road Unknown D 

1. Site numbers are consistent with the current damage inventory report on file with FEMA. 

 

CES has completed an Engineering Report for Sites 5, 7, 16, and 18. The Engineering Report was 

submitted to FEMA and DHES for review.  Following the submission the Town and CES determined 

that ledge rock depth exploration be conducted prior to selecting the final culvert crossing type for 

sites 7, 16, and 18.     
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II. SCOPE OF SERVICES 

 

A. Design  

1. Schematic Design is intended to provide enough detail to illustrate the basic concept of the 

design.  The following tasks will be performed: 

 

a. Attend a kickoff meeting with the Town to discuss the project requirements and goals. 

b. Present the schematic design to the Town. 

 

2. Final Design provides services to advance the schematic design into a level of detail for 

construction.  The following tasks will be performed: 

 

a. Incorporate comments from the Town based upon their review of the schematic design 

phase documents. 

b. Perform final design calculations.  

c. Advance drawings to 95%.   

d. Present the design documents to the Town. 

e. Provide drawings to document the scope of work and details for the project. Contract 

drawings shall follow all applicable codes and regulations.  The technical specifications for 

materials and components will be shown on the drawings. 

 

B. Permitting  

 

1. Based on 6 NYCRR Part 617 – State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) the project can be 

classified as an Unlisted Action.  A Short Environmental Assessment Form will be prepared to 

satisfy SEQR with a coordinated review with interested and involved regulatory agencies.  A 

resolution to establish lead agency, coordinated review letters to interested involved 

regulatory agencies, a resolution to for a potential negative declaration, and publication on 

NYSDEC Environmental Notice Bulletin will be completed for the Town. 

2. Permitting with jurisdictional agencies including but not limited to: NYS Department of 

Environmental Conservation, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, and FEMA. 

 

C. Bidding  

 

1. Prepare the procurement and contracting requirements utilizing Engineer’s Joint Contract 

Documents (EJCDC).  

2. Provide the Town with a Notice to Bidders to be published in the newspaper. 

3. Provide the Bid Documents in portable document format (PDF).  Bid Documents will be 

distributed digitally via Microsoft SharePoint. 

4. Hold and attend a pre-bid conference to review project with prospective bidders. 

5. Respond to all requests for information (RFI) during the bidding period. 

6. Issue addenda (if required). 

7. Prepare Notice of Award. 
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D. Engineering During Construction  

 

1. Prepare Contract Agreements and Notice to Proceed for each prime contract. 

2. Schedule and attend pre-construction meeting with Contractors and Town.  Discuss project 

schedule, payment applications, change orders, etc. 

3. Review, approve, and distribute submittals. 

4. Review and approve of payment applications. 

5. Review project closeout documents. 

6. Assist with design modifications due to unforeseen field conditions (i.e. inconsistent ledge 

elevations, high groundwater, etc.). 

 

E. Construction Inspection  

 

1. Provide part-time inspection at key milestones during construction.  

 

F. Additional Services 

 

1. Coordinate and subcontract geotechnical engineering services. 

2. Coordinate and subcontract wetland delineation services.

1. STANDARD OF CARE. Services shall be performed in accordance with the 
standard of professional practice ordinarily exercised by the applicable profession at the 
time and within the locality where the Services are performed. Professional services are 
not subject to, and ENGINEER can not provide, any warranty or guarantee, express or 
implied, including warranties or guarantees contained in any uniform commercial code. 
Any such warranties or guarantees contained in any purchase orders, requisitions or 
notices to proceed issued by CLIENT are specifically objected to. 
 
2. CHANGE OF SCOPE. The scope of Services set forth in this Agreement is based on 
facts known at the time of execution of this Agreement, including, if applicable, 
information supplied by CLIENT. For some projects involving conceptual or process 
development services, scope may not be fully definable during initial phases. As the 
Project progresses, facts discovered may indicate that scope must be redefined. 
 
3. SAFETY. ENGINEER has established and maintains corporate programs and 
procedures for the safety of its employees. Unless specifically included as a service to be 
provided under this Agreement, ENGINEER specifically disclaims any authority or 
responsibility for general job site safety and safety of persons other than ENGINEER 
employees. 
 
4. DELAYS. If events beyond the control of CLIENT or ENGINEER, including, but not 
limited to, fire, flood, explosion, riot, strike, war, process shutdown, act of God or the 
public enemy, and act or regulation of any government agency, result in delay to any 
schedule established in this Agreement, such schedule shall be amended to the extent 
necessary to compensate for such delay. In the event such delay exceeds 60 days, 
ENGINEER shall be entitled to an equitable adjustment in compensation. 
 
5. TERMINATION/SUSPENSION. Either party may terminate this Agreement upon 
30 days written notice to the other party. CLIENT shall pay ENGINEER for all Services, 
including profit relating thereto, rendered prior to termination, plus any expenses of 
termination. 
 
In the event either party defaults in its obligations under this Agreement (including 
CLIENT'S obligation to make the payments required hereunder), the non-defaulting party 
may, after 7 days written notice stating its intention to suspend performance under the 
Agreement if cure of such default is not commenced and diligently continued, and failure 
of the defaulting party to commence cure within such time limit and diligently continue, 
suspend performance under this Agreement. 
 
6. OPINIONS OF CONSTRUCTION COST. Any opinion of construction costs 
prepared by ENGINEER is supplied for the general guidance of the CLIENT only. Since 
ENGINEER has no control over competitive bidding or market conditions, ENGINEER 
cannot guarantee the accuracy of such opinions as compared to contract bids or actual 
costs to CLIENT. 
 
7. RELATIONSHIP WITH CONTRACTORS. ENGINEER shall serve as CLIENT'S 
professional representative for the Services, and may make recommendations to CLIENT 
concerning actions relating to CLIENT'S contractors, but ENGINEER specifically 
disclaims any authority to direct or supervise the means, methods, techniques, sequences 
or procedures of construction selected by CLIENT'S contractors. 
 
8. CONSTRUCTION REVIEW. For projects involving construction, CLIENT 
acknowledges that under generally accepted professional practice, interpretations of 
construction documents in the field are normally required, and that performance of 
construction-related services by the design professional for the project permits errors or 
omissions to be identified and corrected at comparatively low cost. CLIENT agrees to 
hold ENGINEER harmless from any claims resulting from performance of construction-
related services by persons other than ENGINEER. 
 
9. INSURANCE. ENGINEER will maintain insurance coverage for Professional, 
Comprehensive General, Automobile, Worker's Compensation, and Employer's Liability 
in amounts in accordance with legal, and ENGINEER'S business requirements. 
Certificates evidencing such coverage will be provided to CLIENT upon request. For 
projects involving construction, CLIENT agrees to require its construction contractor, if 
any, to include ENGINEER as an additional insured on its policies relating to the Project. 
ENGINEER'S coverages referenced above shall, in such case, be excess over contractor's 
primary coverage. 
 
10. HAZARDOUS MATERIAL. Hazardous materials may exist at a site where there is 
no reason to believe they could or should be present. ENGINEER and CLIENT agree 
that the discovery of unanticipated hazardous materials constitutes a changed condition 
mandating a renegotiation of the scope of work. ENGINEER agrees to notify CLIENT as 
soon as practically possible should unanticipated hazardous materials or suspected 
hazardous materials be encountered. CLIENT acknowledges and agrees that it retains 
title to all hazardous material existing on the site and shall report to the appropriate 
federal, state or local public agencies, as required, any conditions at the site that may 
present a potential danger to the public health, safety or the environment. CLIENT shall 
execute any manifests or forms in connection with transportation, storage and disposal of 
hazardous materials resulting from the site or work on the site or shall authorize 
ENGINEER to execute such documents as CLIENT'S agent. CLIENT waives any claim 
against ENGINEER and agrees to defend, indemnify, and save ENGINEER harmless 
from any claim or liability for injury or loss arising from ENGINEER'S discovery of 
unanticipated hazardous materials or suspected hazardous materials. 
 
11. INDEMNITIES. To the fullest extent permitted by law, CLIENT and ENGINEER

CLIENT agrees that, to the fullest extent permitted by law, ENGINEER'S total liability to 
CLIENT for any and all injuries, claims, losses, expenses or damages whatsoever arising 
out of or in any way related to the Project or this Agreement from any causes including, 
but not limited to, ENGINEER'S negligence, errors, omissions, strict liability, or breach 
of contract and whether claimed directly or by way of contribution shall not exceed the 
total compensation received by ENGINEER under this Agreement or [alternative, in  
effect if strike through not in place] shall be limited in the aggregate to the amount of 
ENGINEER’S insurance or If CLIENT desires a limit of liability greater than that 
provided above, CLIENT and ENGINEER shall include as an attachment to this 
Agreement the amount of such limit and the additional compensation to be paid to 
ENGINEER for assumption of such additional risk. 
IN NO EVENT AND UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL ENGINEER BE 
LIABLE TO CLIENT FOR CONSEQUENTIAL, INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, 
SPECIAL, OR PUNITIVE DAMAGES. 
 
13. ACCESS. CLIENT shall provide ENGINEER safe access to any premises necessary 
for ENGINEER to provide the Services. 
 
14. REUSE OF PROJECT DELIVERABLES. Reuse of any documents or other 
deliverables, including electronic media, pertaining to the Project by CLIENT for any 
purpose other than that for which such documents or deliverables were originally 
prepared, or alteration of such documents or deliverables without written verification or 
adaptation by ENGINEER for the specific purpose intended, shall be at the CLIENT'S 
risk. Further, all title blocks and the engineer's seal, if applicable, shall be removed if and 
when CLIENT provides deliverables in electronic media to another entity. CLIENT 
agrees that relevant analyses, findings and reports provided in electronic media shall also 
be provided in "hard copy" and that the hard copy shall govern in the case of a 
discrepancy between the two versions, and shall be held as the official set of drawings, as 
signed and sealed. CLIENT shall be afforded a period of 30 days in which to check the 
hard copy against the electronic media. In the event that any error or inconsistency is 
found as a result of this process, ENGINEER shall be advised and the inconsistency shall 
be corrected at no additional cost to CLIENT.

It is our understanding that a NYSDOT permit will not be required for this work and will fall 

under the Town’s maintenance permit with NYSDOT. 

 

An excerpt 

from the Climate Smart grant award: “Colton will replace 1,715 feet of sidewalk along NY-56 with 

new, five-foot-wide ADA-compliant sidewalks. The existing sidewalk is in various states of disrepair 

and cannot be properly maintained due to its unlevel surface. Creating a safe pedestrian corridor 

along this route was identified as a need in a recent community-wide walkability survey.”   

 

To minimize project costs the Town DPW staff will perform demolition to the existing sidewalk and 

will publicly bid for the construction of the new sidewalk.

PROJECT UNDERSTANDING, SCOPE OF SERVICES, AND PROJECT SCHEDULE 

 

A. PROJECT UNDERSTANDING 

 

The Town of Colton has been awarded a New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation 

(NYSEFC) Engineering Planning Grant to prepare an Engineering Report (study) for the potential 

formation of a sewer district on the Higley Flow portion of the Raquette River. This study is 

warranted due to suspect water quality issues associated with inadequate onsite wastewater 

disposal systems. The Town operates one wastewater treatment plant at 17 Spring Street, Colton 

which is regulated by NYS Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) Permit # 

NY0022012 which is valid until March 31, 2026. 

Certain areas of the Higley Flow area of the Raquette River have seen significant development 

over the last few decades as seasonal camps are being renovated and expanded into year-round 

homes. Many of the parcels these camps are built upon are under one acre in size, are within 

proximity to the water’s edge, and do not meet setback requirements, nor conform to New York 

State Department of Health boundary conditions for onsite wastewater disposal systems. The 

Town of Colton recognized the need to potentially expand its sewer collection system to serve a 

growing population, and to project the water quality of the Raquette River. 

The Town will use the Engineering Report process as a tool to study certain areas of the Higley 

Flow area for suspect surface water quality issues and possible private well contamination. The 

study may result in the formation of a sewer district and alternatives for a sewer collection system 

and treatment. The sewer collection and treatment alternatives will be evaluated based on capital 

cost, operation and maintenance costs, sewer district user costs, and non-monetary factors such 

as environmental impacts, aesthetics, sustainability, and public support. A preferred alternative 

will be identified through the study process.
