Culvert Improvements

The SEQR coordinated review requesting the Town to be lead agency began on 3/10/2026. Interested/Involved agencies
have 30 days to respond or by 4/9/2026. If the interested/involved agencies do not object to the Town as the lead
agency, we can prepare Parts 2 & 3 for SEQR for the Town’s review at the April 2026 board meeting.

FEMA Process/Funding: On hold due to government shutdown of DHS. All four original projects (Warm Brook, Little Cold
Brook, Leary, Raquette) pending final obligation of funds. Warm Brook and Little Cold Brook designs are progressing,
soil borings scheduled for Thursday 3/19, by Atlantic Testing. Detour Plans for Higley Flow State Park and DOT to be
submitted this week. Draft drawings to Jefferson Concrete to be submitted at the end of this week. Permitting: Joint
Application by April 6™, DEC and Army Corp of Engineers permitting final submission by May 1. Construction schedule
for Warm Brook/Little Cold Brook — Aiming to start Late May/June 2026. Concrete beams from Jefferson Concrete
should be ready by July 2026. Raquette River and Leary Road SEQR and soil borings same as noted above, design to
begin following Warm Brook and Little Cold Brook. Wildwood Rd: additional survey will be needed once snow melts,
then the engineering report and hydrology can be finalized.

Pedestrian Improvements (Garrett Rd — Main Street along NYS Rte 56)
The contract with Louis Maine Surveying has been authorized. We can begin the design after the survey has been
completed.

Aerosmith Development — Bluewave: 4.98 MW AC Community Solar Project at 385 Hanson Rd and 230 Gulf Rd
We prepared comments on the January 12, 2026, planning board submission and sent them to Darren Richards and
Whitney Sharlow on 3/11/2026.

Higley Flow Sewer District Study — Engineering Planning Grant

Whitney Sharlow sent the project budget, executed engineering services agreement, signed engineering procurement
certificate, project contacts form, resolution for the project, and resolution to apply for the engineering planning grant
to Mark Howard at the NYSEFC. We anticipate that the NYSEFC will be sending a contract for the grant soon.

RE: Funding Opportunity Available for 250" Commemoration Activities

St. Lawrence County is preparing for the celebration of the 250" Anniversary of the United
States this year on July 4™, The Chair of the St. Lawrence County Board of Legislators, David
Forsythe, has appointed a Commemoration Committee to organize events and work with
organizations like yours to plan and execute events that celebrate two hundred and fifty years of
our nation. Legislator Jim Reagen, District 1 has been appointed as Chair of the Committee
supported by Legislator Margaret Haggard, District 10 and Legislator Rita Curran, District 15
along with some of the local historians, county staff, and other interested organizations. This
Commemoration Committee is tasked to ensure that all who are interested in celebrating the
250™ Anniversary have an opportunity to access information about the activities planned, help,
and/or organize/host events in their communities or districts.

The Committee determined that a great way to accomplish this will be supported by funding
opportunities for municipalities and school districts. This could assist with the planning of events
for one of the biggest historic milestones of our generation. In order to facilitate this opportunity,
the Committee created amounts for each type of organization, as follows:

Tentative date: July 3—4, 2026 (with the option to align with Colton’s Summer Festival weekend if scheduling/logistics make that the best fit).
