How is a Local Law passed? 
1. Draft LL is introduced by a Board Member. LL must be in accordance with any applicable laws, 

regulations, ordinances, etc. May not “take away from” another law.  
2. Address SEQR. 
3. Once SEQR has been completed, final form of the LL must be made available to the full Board 

and the public. 
4. Schedule, advertise, and conduct a Public Hearing. 
5. Following the Public Hearing, as long as no significant changes are made to the LL, the LL is 

able to be voted on in the regular meeting. 
6. Enacted in accordance with the effective date within the Law. 

 

 

 

ATV Applicable Laws & Regulations 
By NYS Law, the definition of an ATV is as follows: 
 All – Terrain Vehicle (ATV) is defined as any self-propelled vehicle manufactured for 

off-highway operation, having two or more wheels, a maximum width of 70 inches, 
and a dry weight of 1,000 pounds or less. This legally includes off-road motorcycles 
(dirt bikes) but excludes snowmobiles.  
*Note that with this definition, some UTVs may qualify. Under NYS Law, for the purpose of 
this definition and VTL registration, the UTVs that qualify are considered ATVs. Any UTV not in 
compliance with this definition is not legally allowed on public roads.  

 
VTL 2403 + VTL 2405 

- “Impossibility” Finding: A municipality must document that it is otherwise impossible for ATVs 
to access trails without using that segment of the road. 

- Registration & Insurance: ATVs must be registered with the DMV and carry liability insurance. 
- UTV Limitations: UTVs are not considered street – legal or registerable in NYS, meaning 

even with local ATV authorization, UTVs cannot legally operate on public roads and are 
generally restricted to a crossing.

Did you know? 

- Roads may not be designated for ATV use “merely in order to provide convenient 
access…. Roads should not be opened to ATVs simply to connect with other roads or 
commercial parking lots”? NYS Attorney General’s Opinion 2005-21.; 
 

- “…the law does not permit the designation of a highway to allow ATVs to reach another 
highway, only to reach otherwise unreachable adjacent ‘trails and areas.’ Treating a 
town highway as a ‘trail’ for purposes of ATV use would thus be in tension with the 
statutory framework…” NYS Attorney General’s Opinion 2005-21. 

 

- VTL Article 48-c regards ATVs as “off road vehicles” and restricts their use to short 
segments of highways for the purpose of circumnavigating around an obstacle or 
connecting existing trails when other options are impossible.

General Information 
Why are Town of Colton roads not currently open?  

- After rescinding Local Law (LL) 2 – 2013, no group/Board/etc. has proposed doing so. 
- If the Town chose to go forward with attempting to open portions of roads, connecting 

established trails, considerations would need to be made, including but not limited to: 
o Survey Completions & Costs Per Road 
o Signage Costs Per Road 
o Budget Increases to Accommodate Road Maintenance 
o Insurance Premiums + Liability 

 
But we had them open before, why not now? 
Local Law 2 – 2013 was rescinded by the Town of Colton Board in December 2013 following a 
lawsuit filed in October 2013. It is assumed that the Town of Colton Board rescinded the law as it 
was in the best interest of the Town rather than continuing with litigation and possibly obtaining 
adverse action. 

The 2013 Board likely made this determination due to… 
Preparation for presenting and passing LL 2-2013: 
- Failed to conduct the applicable studies/investigations of environmental impacts. 

o Did not follow required SEQRA (Short Environmental Quality Review Assessment) 
process, including but not limited to: 



 
▪ An agency involved in an action may not undertake, fund or approve the 

proposed action until it complies with the provisions of SEQRA.  
▪ Illegally identified St. Lawrence County as lead agency whereas the Town of 

Colton was responsible for being lead agency. This role cannot be delegated 
to an agency with no part in approving, funding, or undertaking action. 

• Obligation to review all relevant issues cannot be designated to 
another board or agency and cannot be delayed until after project 
completion. SEQRA includes all potential impacts to the surrounding 
community including reasonably related short term, long term, and 
cumulative impacts.  

▪ Did not officially adopt Appendix A as satisfying SEQRA requirements.  
o Incorrect information regarding streams and invasive species was included. 
o Colton did not prepare its own written SEQR findings.  

 
 
 

Did not follow required Vehicle and Traffic Laws: 
- Economic benefit does not impact or drive justification for opening roads.  
- Did not properly identify connecting roads.  
- SLC Trail System ends at two parking lots. 

o NYS Attorney General’s Opinion 2005-21 regarding commercial parking lots: 
“However, such a construction of section 2405 could potentially allow highways to 
be opened for ATV use at any point where they abut commercial parking lots, and 
would therefore effectively allow ATVs to be used as substitutes for on-road vehicles 
such as cars and bicycles. This consequence would be contrary to the 
Legislature’s clear intent that ATVs be used primarily off-highway, with only 
incidental use permitted, see VTL 2281(1)(a) and 2403, and leads us to conclude 
that section 2405 may not be used to allow designation of highways solely to 
provide ATV access to commercial parking lots.” (Emphasis added // 
ag.ny.gov/libraries-documents/opinions) 

 
 
 

General: 
- The Final Generic Environmental Impact Statement for the Proposed St. Lawrence County 

Multi-Use Recreational Trail System (FGEIS) failed to contain resident comments.  
- Board, public, and/or special hearing minutes did not sufficiently capture individual 

discussions on each road proposed to be included in the law and the justification on 
“otherwise impossible” as to such. 

- Inconsistencies with speed limits.  
- The Town Board did not review and take into account the traffic + safety impact of the 

roads included, nor did they research, review, or take into account the effect opening 
roads would have on the Town’s liability + liability insurance.  

- Town denied public access to discussions regarding the local law.  
 
 
 
 
 



 
Contents of LL 2-2013: 

- Included routes pertaining to State Highway 56 whereas the Town of Colton does not have 
the authority to regulate State Highways. 

- Portions of Cold Brook Drive cited did not coincide with SLC’s Multi-Use Trail plans, which 
were being used as the framework for the law.  

- It did not properly identify the connection between Cold Brook Drive / Racquette River 
Road / Morgan Road. 

- Cited an easement that did not legally exist. 
- Included hamlet of Colton with no applicable roads / trail heads to support such.  

 
 
 

TECHNICAL INFORMATION 
 

 

The timeline of New York State Vehicle and Traffic Law (VTL) Article 48-C and the specific road-use provisions 

outlined in VTL § 2403 evolved through several key periods: 

Early Framework (1980s–1990) 

• 1986: NYS Senate established standard definitions and initial fee schedules for all-terrain vehicles (ATVs) 

under the Department of Motor Vehicles (DMV). 

• 1990: The NYS Legislature enacted Chapter 400, which heavily refined Article 48-C and the explicit 

operational conditions for VTL § 2403. It codified the general rule: ATVs were banned on public highways 

except for direct, 90-degree crossings. [1, 2, 3] 

Late 1990s Transition & Enforcement 

• 1997–1998: The definition of an ATV was limited to a maximum width of 70 inches and a dry weight cap 

of 1,000 pounds. Local municipalities increasingly used a loophole in the law to open town roads as 

"connectors," claiming they connected public trail systems. 

• Late 1990s–Early 2000s: Government entities like the Department of Environmental Conservation 

(DEC) faced heavy legal pushback from environmental advocates. Scores of forest roads—initially 

opened to ATVs throughout the 1980s and 1990s—were deemed illegally open under strict interpretations 

of the VTL. [1, 2, 3, 4] 

The Wave of Closures (2000s) 

• 2000: Chapter 460 of the Laws of 2000 enacted further legislative cleanup to target off-road vehicle safety 

and tracking. 

• 2005–2006: Following relentless legal pressure regarding environmental impact, the DEC officially 

ordered the closure of dozens of illegally opened roads (mainly in the western Adirondacks). ATV clubs 

sued to reopen them, but the state courts ruled in favor of the DEC in 2006, locking down those public 

corridors permanently. [1, 2] 

Modern Safety and Dimension Updates (2010s–2020s) 

• 2024: The NYS Safety Law (Senate Bill S2702) went into effect. It raised the minimum age to operate an 

ATV on public land or receive a safety certificate from 10 to 14 years old. It also mandated that supervisors 

of youth riders must be at least 18 years old. 

• 2025–2026: Heavy lobbying pushed forward new bills, such as Senate Bill S7298, targeting the outdated 

1990s limits to bump weight restrictions to 2,000 pounds and width limits to 80 inches. This 

accommodates modern, heavier Utility Terrain Vehicles (UTVs). Local battles continue as specific towns 

bypass state trends to open local roads for economic tourism. [1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6]

SECTION 2403 (09.22.2014) 

Operation of ATVs; where permitted 

Vehicle & Traffic (VAT) CHAPTER 71, TITLE 11, ARTICLE 48-C 

§ 2403. Operation of ATVs; where permitted.  

1. Highways. No person shall operate an ATV on a highway except as provided herein. 

(a) An ATV may make a direct crossing on a highway other than an interstate highway or a controlled 

access highway, provided: 

(i) the crossing is made at an angle of approximately ninety degrees to the direction of the 

highway and at a place where no obstruction prevents a quick and safe crossing; 

(ii) the vehicle is brought to a complete stop before crossing the shoulder or main travelled 

way of the highway; 

(iii) the driver yields the right-of-way to all oncoming traffic that constitutes an immediate 

hazard; 

(iv) in crossing a divided highway, the crossing is made only at an intersection of the 

highway with another public street or highway, and 

(v) if the crossing is made between the hours of one-half hour after sunset to one-half hour 

before sunrise or in conditions of reduced visibility, only if both front and rear lights are 

lighted. 

(b) An ATV may be operated on any highway which has been designated and posted as open for travel 

by ATVs in accordance with the provisions of section twenty-four hundred five of this article. 

 

2. Public lands other than highways. No person shall operate an ATV on any public lands, waters and 

property other than a highway, except that an ATV may be operated on any such lands which have been 

designated and posted for travel by ATVs in accordance with the provisions of section twenty-four 

hundred five of this article. 

 

3. Private property. No person shall operate an ATV on the private property of another without the 

consent of the owner or lessee thereof. 

 

3-a. Real property of a farm operation. No person shall operate an ATV on the real property of a farm 

operation, as defined in subdivision eleven of section three hundred one of the agriculture and markets 

law, without the consent of the owner or lessee thereof, where such owner or lessee has erected or 

maintained any sign, structure, display, or device prohibiting the trespass thereon, and which shall 

include a sign stating: "No Trespassing". A violation of this subdivision shall be a traffic infraction, and 

shall, upon a conviction of a first violation be punishable by a fine of not more than two hundred fifty 

dollars or by imprisonment for not more than fifteen days or by both such fine and imprisonment; upon 

a conviction of a second violation, both of which were committed within a period of eighteen months, 

shall be punishable by a fine of not more than four hundred dollars or by imprisonment for not more 

than forty-five days or by both such fine and imprisonment; upon a conviction of a third or subsequent 

violation, all of which were committed within a period of eighteen months, shall be punishable by a 

fine of not more than five hundred fifty dollars or by imprisonment for not more than ninety days or by 

both such fine and imprisonment. 

 

4. Emergency vehicle. The provisions of subdivisions one, two and three of this section shall not apply 

to operation as emergency vehicle by any authorized emergency, police or civil defense all-terrain 

vehicle. 

 



 
SECTION 2405 (09.22.2014) 

Designation of highways and public lands for travel by ATVs 

Vehicle & Traffic (VAT) CHAPTER 71, TITLE 11, ARTICLE 48-C 

§ 2405. Designation of highways and public lands for travel by ATVs. 

1. Highways. Except with respect to interstate highways or controlled access highways, the department 

of transportation with respect to state highways, maintained by the state and any other governmental 

agency with respect to highways, including bridge and culvert crossings, under its jurisdiction may 

designate and post any such public highway or portion thereof as open for travel by ATVs when in the 

determination of the governmental agency concerned, it is otherwise impossible for ATVs to gain 

access to areas or trails adjacent to the highway. Such designations by a state agency shall be by rule or 

regulation, and such designations by any municipality other than a state agency shall be by local law or 

ordinance. 

 

2. Public lands other than highways. A governmental agency other than a municipality, by regulation or 

order, and a municipality, by ordinance or local law, may designate any appropriate public lands, waters 

and properties other than highways under its jurisdiction as a place open for travel by ATVs upon 

written request for such designation by any person, and may impose restrictions and conditions for the 

regulation and safe operation of ATVs on such public property, such as travel on designated trails and 

hours of operation. In addition thereto, such agency or municipality may not require the operator of an 

ATV to possess a motor vehicle operator's license. A municipality may charge a fee for use of ATVs on 

such public lands. 

 

3. Signs and markers. (a) Such designated highways or portions thereof or designated lands shall be 

identified by markers in such manner as may be provided by rules and regulations of the commissioner. 

 

(b) All signs or markers shall be erected at the expense of the state or municipality, provided, however, 

that the municipality may accept funds or contributions therefor from private persons, clubs or 

associations interested in the promotion of ATVs. 

 

4. Any regulation, order, local law or ordinance which designates a highway or portion thereof or 

designated lands which may be used for ATV operations may include rules and impose restrictions and 

conditions for the regulation and safe operation of ATVs on the highways and lands so designated, such 

as travel on designated trails and hours of operation. Any restriction or condition not contained in this 

chapter must be posted. 

 

5. Copies of orders, regulations, local laws or ordinances adopted by governmental agencies pursuant 

to this section shall be filed with the commissioner.

Culvert Improvements 

On 4/29/2026, the SEQR negative declaration was published on NYSDEC’s Environmental Notice Bulletin for public 

comments.  The public comment period ends on 5/29/2026 at which point SEQR will be complete.  On 5/7/2026 Nick 

Bandel and I met with Kevin Hawley to review design drawings for Warm Brook and Little Cold Brook.   

 

FEMA Process/Funding: FEMA has opened discussion with the Town recently via Zoom since the government shutdown 

of DHS. All four original projects (Warm Brook, Little Cold Brook, Leary, Raquette) pending final obligation of funds.  

Warm Brook and Little Cold Brook designs are complete.  Detour Plans for Higley Flow State Park and DOT to be 

submitted this week.  Design drawings have been submitted Jefferson Concrete.  Tentative dates for Warm Brook beam 

fabrication late July and delivery early August.  Tentative dates for Little Cold beam fabrications mid-September and 

delivery early October.  Tentative dates for Raquette culvert fabrication late October and delivery mid-November.  

Permitting: Joint Application permitting final submission was made on 5/14/2026.  Field visit with NYSDEC to be 

scheduled to verify wetland delineation for Warm Brook and Little Cold Brook.   

 

Pedestrian Improvements (Garrett St – Main Street along NYS Rte 56) 

2024 Climate Smart Communities Grant: The design is progressing.  Darren Richards and I met on 4/30 to review the 

new 5 feet wide sidewalk as it relates to the NYS Rte. 56 right-of-way.  We’ll need to obtain 1 easement from Stone 

Valley Studios at the corner of NYS Rte. 56 and Main St).   

 

Aerosmith Development – Bluewave:  4.98 MW AC Community Solar Project at 385 Hanson Rd and 230 Gulf Rd 

The Town Planning Board initiated SEQR, passing a resolution to declare lead agency.  The resolution and FEAF – Part 1 

will be sent to the identified interested and involved agencies. 

 

Higley Flow Sewer District Study – Engineering Planning Grant 

Darren Richards, Whitney Sharlow, and I met with NYSEFC (funding agency) on 5/13 to discuss project understanding 

and scope.  The next step is to develop a well and water quality sampling plan. 

 

Hepburn Library Entrance Improvements 

We met with Darren Richards and Stephen Knight to discuss three alternatives for improvements to the steps because of 

deterioration from winter salting.  Three alternatives were discussed and renderings prepared for each (see attached).   

 

• Alternative 1 - (middle stair replacement with sandstone to match the existing door threshold) 

• Alternative 2 - (granite replacement between existing cobble stone parapets) 

• Alternative 3 - (granite and removal of existing cobble stone parapets) 

 

Alternative 1 was ruled out for structural integrity and constructability issues since there is an open cavity beneath the 

existing steps.  Alternative 3 may be difficult to obtain approval from the NYS Historic Preservation Office since this 

shows removal of the existing cobble stone parapets.   
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Alternative 2 appears to be the best option.  We reached out to Swenson Granite for pricing.  The steps for Alternative 2 

less delivery a will be approximately $23k.  We are still working on cost estimate for design, bidding, and construction.      

 

New York State Municipal Parks and Recreation Grant – Swift Field Upgrades 

Application to support ice rink improvements and new playground equipment; submitted in 2/9; awaiting funding 

announcement. 

 

Northern Borders Regional Commission Catalyst Program Grant 

Town of Colton Wastewater Treatment Plant Sustainability Upgrades. Submitted full application on 4/17; awaiting 

funding announcement. 

 

Northern New York Community Foundation's Grants for Good in St. Lawrence County: asking for $10,000 in support of 

Colton Clothes Closet program; funds to be used toward purchase of enclosed trailer (to be placed primarily at Recycling
