· Students are not to be dropped off more than 15 minutes before scheduled pick up time and all students must be picked up within 15 minutes after drop off.

· There will be adult supervision at the pick up points (if we get volunteers) and at the beach.

· At the beach the bus will be loaded at 1:30 p.m. for attendance and head count.

· Any cancellations because of weather, etc. will be announced on radio stations 99.3 and 96.7 by  8:30  a.m. the day of the cancellation.

· When at the beach, students must follow the buddy system and stay together at all times.

· No horseplay, pushing, fighting or bodily contact will be allowed. Those violating these rules will be required to sit quietly for 15 minutes before returning to the water.

· Any serious infractions will result in immediate suspension from the program, i.e., repeated aggressive behavior, bringing dangerous items to the beach, etc.

· The bus driver has the right to restrict participation in the program because of behavioral problems.

· All participants are expected to be respectful to fellow students, volunteers, lifeguards and bus drivers.

· Instructions from lifeguards must be followed.

· All beach rules must be followed. Students must remain in designated areas. No running is allowed on the beach. Bathhouse policies must be obeyed.

· Participants are allowed to bring snacks and must clean up after themselves. There will be no eating on the bus.

· Written permission is required from the custodial parent for a child to be picked up at the beach. All children will be returned by bus to the drop off points.

· Health information must be provided to the Town of Colton.
