Vehicles should only enter on the North end driveway (Potsdam end).Drive across in front of the school to the loading area as directed by traffic control.
 
As a reminder, individuals must remain in their vehicles throughout the duration of the process and be wearing a mask. Drivers who are not wearing a mask will not be allowed in the distribution site.
