Wind tower law discussion continued.  Discussion on WECS, assessment, standards, applications, application review, and permitted areas.  
Page 23 of the proposed wind law, section 3.04 Application Review Process, part A. should read as follows, "Applicants may request a pre-application meeting with the Town Planning Board, and/or with any consultants retained by the Planning Board for application review.  Meetings with the Planning Board shall be conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Law.  The pre-application meeting may be requested through the Code Enforcement Officer 15 days prior to the following PB meeting." 
Part B. shall read as follows "Nine (9) copies of the application shall be submitted to the Code Enforcement Officer.  Payment of all application fees shall be made at the time of application submission.  If any variances are requested, variance application fees shall be paid at the time of the receipt of the application."
Part C. shall read as "CEO and/or Town designated consultants shall, within 62 days of receipt, or such longer time if agreed to by the applicant, determine if all information required under this Article is included in the application.  No application shall be considered until deemed complete. This includes referrals from SLC, APA, and any regulatory agency deemed pertinent."
Part D. shall read as "If the application is deemed incomplete, the Town CEO and/or CEO designated reviewer shall provide the applicant with a written statement listing the missing information.  No refund of application fees shall be made, but no additional fees shall be required upon submittal of the additional information unless the number of Wind Measurement Towers proposed is increased."
Part E. shall read as "Upon submission of a complete application, the CEO shall transmit the application to the Chairperson of the Planning Board."
Part I. shall read as "SEQRA review.  Applications for Wind Measurement Towers are deemed unlisted projects under SEQRA.  The Planning Board may conduct its SEQRA review in conjunction with other agencies, in which case the records of review by said agencies shall be part of the record of the Planning Boards proceedings.  The Planning Board may require an escrow agreement for the engineering and legal review of the applications and any environmental impact statements before commencing its review. Page 25 of the proposed wind law, section 4.02 Permitted Areas, was discussed and tabled for the next PB meeting.
Page 25 of the proposed wind law, section 4.03 Applications, part G. shall read as "A line drawing of the electrical components of the system in sufficient detail to allow for a determination that the manner of installation conforms to the Electrical Code.  An electrical inspection must be completed by a NYS certified electrical inspector prior to use and/or Certification of Occupancy completion."  
Page 26 of the proposed, section 4.04 Application Review Process, part A. should read as follows, "Applicants may request a pre-application meeting with the Town Planning Board, and/or with any consultants retained by the Planning Board for application review.  Meetings with the Planning Board shall be conducted in accordance with the Open Meetings Law.  The pre-application meeting may be requested through the Code Enforcement Officer 15 days prior to the following PB meeting." 
Part B. shall read as follows "Nine (9) copies of the application shall be submitted to the Code Enforcement Officer.  Payment of all application fees shall be made at the time of application submission.  If any variances are requested, variance application fees shall be paid at the time of the receipt of the application."

Code Enforcement Officer Report: 71 permits to date, nine in this month.  Attention brought to the possibility of a crosswalk needed in S. Colton to help pedestrians get from the corner of  Sugar Bush Ln. across Route 56 to Boyce's store etc.  C. Hatch-Young made a motion that the PB provide a letter of support for a crosswalk to be put in place in S. Colton.  Seconded by A. Townsend.  All members were in favor.  Motion granted.
